6. The Birdcage

The Birdcage walk runs sround the outside of the factory bordering
the men's recreation ground. The name comes from the fencing oo
either side and the semi-circular lighting, which gives the impression
of & bird cage

8. The Girls' Baths

The baths wera bullt In 1905 and thousands of women wera taught
1o swim here 25 it was company policy to allow them to learn during
work time, This building is currently disused.

9. Number 1 Lodge

Once the main factory entrance, the lodge stands on the site of Mrs.
Duffield’s Cottage. Mrs. Duffield’s pear trée was preserved whien the
cottage was demolished and still grows up the lodge walk

2. The Girls’ Grounds
The Girls’ Grounds were the gardens of the 18th century Bournbrook
Hall. The existing lily pool was once the cellar of the house.

13. Terpsichore

The statue of Terpsichore, goddess of song, dance and etemal youth
was prasanted to the firm by the employees to commemarate the
centenary of Cadbury Brathers in 1931, Nicknamed “The Bird Bath’

14. The Men's Grounds

The Men's Recreation Ground was lald in 1896 and the Men's Pawllion
was openad in 1902; a gift from the firm to the male employees to
celebrate the coronation of Edward VIL

15, Old Farm Inn
This was one of the few original bulidings still left in Boumvilie Lane
from when the site was purchased in 1879,

16. Bournville Park

Bournville Park was cpansed an the banks of the Eourm Brook in
1407, This is the brook that runs through the factory and gave it
s name.

17. St Francis Church

The parish church of Bournville was bullt In 1925, Up until then
services had been held in the adjacent church hail to which the
church was later connected by cloisters.

18, Bournville School and Carilion

Building of the school was completed in 1910 at the expense of Mr.
and Mrs. George Cadbury. The schoo! building includes a large cock
tower which houses the Carillon, one of the largest In the country
with 48 bells.

19 Friends’ Meeting House

Bullt In the early years of the century, the Soclety of Friends’ Meeting
House was the last of six to be bullt in the ares by George and
Richard Cadibury. The bust of George looks over the Green towards
the factory.

20, Day Continuation School

Opened in 1925, All employees under the age of sighteen were
released from work one day each week to further thew schooling
Attendance was compulsory,

21. Bournville Village Green

The Village Green was established in 1895 and the shops added in
1806 Each Christrmas Eve, 2,000 people from arcund the workd
gather on the Green to sing carols
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Places to visit

22. The Rest House

The Rest House in the middle of the Green, which mimics a late
medieval English yarn market, was a silver wadding present to Gearge
and Elizabeth Cadbury In 1913 from Cadbury workers worldwide.

23. Selly Manor Museum

Two ancient halt-timbered houses moved from their orginal
locations by George Cadbury when budding the Boumuille Village.
They contain 3 wealth of contemporary furniture collected over many
years by Lawrence Cadbury.
